Repeat
the operation as the cross moves until the setting is
finished.

3.1 Engine ECU Testing Methods

3.1.1 Testing Description

(1) Power up and turn on the scanner;
(2) Click on [Diagnose] - [Europe] to enter

screen as shown on the left image;

(3)Select diagnostic program

Click on [VW], for example, to enter software

version selection screen shown in the left image.

Note: Program descriptions will be displayed

under the version information.

(4) Select a version such as V3.1 and click on [OK]
as shown in left image. Click on [Cancel] to go

back to the previous menu;

(4) Select vehicle type: take
Volkswagen/Audi for example, we have
two vehicle types for selection: [With
Can bus] and [Without Can bus]. Here
we choose without Can bus car as an
example to introduce the test.
